They form lasting friendships and build connections
with their host families, immersing themselves in
the local culture. Living with a host family provides a
remarkable opportunity for cultural exchange, allowing
students to gain firsthand insights into the local way of
life while sharing their own experiences. This reciprocal
learning process benefits both the students and their
host families.
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While classroom learning offers valuable knowledge and skills, it is often limited to imagination and exposure.
Recognizing the transformative power of travel, we organize overseas study tours that span across the globe, lasting
for 15 days. These immersive experiences enable students to explore different cultures, make comparisons, and gain
new perspectives. Even within a short period of time, students can fully immerse themselves in a different community,
broadening their horizons and deepening their understanding of the world.

Although parents may initially have reservations about study tours, they are frequently amazed by the profound growth
and development they witness in their children. The study tours provide a unique opportunity for students to step
out of their comfort zones, fostering independence, resilience, and cross-cultural understanding. Countless times,
parents and teachers have witnessed their children mature and thrive through these transformative experiences.
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To cultivate an English-speaking environment, we organize a series of activities throughout the year, including
Halloween celebrations, English Week, Whasanian Bazaar, Lunchtime Song Dedication and more. These events
provide our students with immersive, enriching, and relaxed English-learning atmospheres. Speech and debates
are a couple of areas which we emphasized on. Other than the inter-class debates, we also hold the annual inter-
house speech contest to put the students' learning into test. Furthermore, we encourage students to participate in
